STAR TESTING 
The Star testing window is open 
September 1st to September 15th.​ Star 
assessments ​are short tests that 
provide teachers with learning data. By 
pinpointing exactly what students 
know, teachers can personalize a 
student’s practice to keep them 
growing. Plus, short test times ensure 
students spend more time learning and 
less time testing.
