Nettle Families,

This year state public health officials announced that the influenza
immunization is required for all children attending school in grades
Pre-K through 12 schools. The hope is that the new vaccine
requirement will reduce flu-related illness and the overall impact of
respiratory illness during the COVID-19 pandemic.

All students, including those in the Remote Learning Academy, must receive a flu vaccine by
December 31, 2020, for the 2020-201 flu season. The exemptions are for medical or religious
reasons only. (https://www.mass.gov/info-details/school-immunizations)

If your child has received the influenza vaccine, but has not been sent to the school, please
request the appropriate documentation from your healthcare provider and send it in to
Barbara Jean Otterson, RN your school nurse. My contact information is at the end of this
email.

If your child has not yet received the flu vaccine this fall, then please schedule your
appointment at this time with their pediatrician.

Also, the Haverhill Community Health Nurse has free flu shots available for Haverhill
children. Please call or email Mary Connolly RN at 978-374-2390 x3915, or email
mconnolly@cityofhaverhill.com to schedule your appointment today.

If documentation of a flu vaccine or a medical/religious exemption letter is not received by
January 1st, 2021 your child may be excluded from participating in school until
documentation is received. Please refer to a previous email sent by the Superintendent of
Schools, Margaret Marrota.
