Bus Routes

- Look online starting August 23rd for bus routes. Bus passes will be distributed
‘ — to students the first week of school. Students will be able to get on the bus
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without a bus pass as bus passes are being distributed.

Ridership will be reviewed throughout September to see if there are additional
seats available for walkers. Students will sit two-per-bench and must wear
masks on the bus.

Please note the walk zones by grade:

Grades K-3: If the student lives within 1 mile of the school they are a walker.
Grades 4-6: If the student lives within 1.5 miles of the school they are a walker.
Grades 7-12: If the student lives within 2 miles of the school they are a walker.

Chromebooks

You have the opportunity to protect the Chromebook issued to your student for this school year by
paying a Device Waiver Fee.

Charger - S39
