From the Nurse’s Office
Students will need to submit their yearly
physical and updated immunization records.

Any student who requires medication during
the school day including EpiPens, inhalers, or
daily medications will need new orders from
the physician, parent permission to
administer, and the medication itself in
pharmacy packaging with the pharmacy label.
Medications need to be dropped off by the
parent/guardian in person.
